2D homemade fair poster with date and name of fair clearly displayed 

Entry Rules: “Promoting Your Fair”, with name and date of fair clearly shown. 

1. Limited to one entry per Agricultural Society. 

2. No raised items – must lay flat. 

3. Designed Poster mounted on standard full sheet of Bristol board or cardstock. (approx. 56 cm X 71 cm)

OAAS2 

Butter Tart competition, May include raisins but NO nuts or fruit

Entry Rules: 

1. Entry must be made solely by the person entering the competition this is including the pastry. 
2. This competition is open to all competitors and age groups 

3. Three tarts are required for entry into this competition at fair level

OAAS3

Plain Chocolate Chip Cookie, Cookies must NOT include nuts 

Entry Rules: 

1. Competition is open to youth up to age 15 (as of December 31st, of current year) 

2. Three cookies to be displayed on plate 

3. Cookies are to be no larger than 3” and no smaller than 2” in size

OAAS4

Hand Quilt Competition 

Entry Rules: 
1. Entry quilts must be a minimum of 324” measured on the perimeter (smaller quilts will not be eligible to proceed to the next level of competition)

2. Entries must be solely made and hand quilted by the exhibitor

OAAS5

Machine Quilt Competition 

Entry Rules: 

1. Quilt must be solely made and machine quilted by the exhibitor

2. Quilt to be measured on the perimeter. Total perimeter measurement to be a minimum of 324 inches. Note the quilt can be square, rectangular, etc.

3. Quilt must have visible machine quilting.
